Paul was in prison
when he penned the letter to the
Christians in Philippi. St Paul links “an

“knowing that the Lord is near”, “praying
in every situation”, and “peace of mind
and heart.”

May the Lord continue to nurture in us
that attitude of gratitude that does not
depend on our circumstances in life, but
rather in the confidence of “God with us”.
Through prayer and petition, let us hone
the awesome skill of “an attitude of
gratitude”.

As part of our “attitude of gratitude” this
Thanksgiving, let us reach out to
somebody. The thanksgiving that my

family spent at a homeless shelter
serving and sharing a meal, is one of the
most memorable. | wish you and yours a
very happy Thanksgiving.
